1. Flash:  Tattoo parlor owner from truth project video.  He didn’t seem to like the idea of God and depended only on himself.  He also had an issue and fear of the topic of evil.
2. Christian:  Was a new follower on the path to the celestial city of Heaven.  A man called Evangelist in the book “Pilgrims Progress” put him on the path.
3. Joyce Myers: Author of book entitled “Battle Field of the Mind for Teens”  She is also preach, teacher and evangelist for Christ, and TV host for “Enjoying Everyday Life”.
4. Carl Sagan: (1934-96): An American astronomer and proponent of scientific naturalism who promoted the Search for Extra-Terrestrial Intelligence (SETI). Cosmos was the most watched television show on PBS of all time (more than 600 million people have seen it since it first aired in 1980), and his novel Contact was made into a film of the same name in 1997 starring Jodie Foster.
5. Antithesis: The complete or exact opposite of something. The truth claims of God in direct opposition to the lies of the world, the flesh and the devil.
6. John Bunyan: 28 November 1628 – 31 August 1688) was an English Christian writer and preacher, famous for writing The Pilgrim's Progress. Though he was a Reformed Baptist, in the Church of England, he is remembered with a Lesser Festival on 30 August and on the liturgical calendar of the Episcopal Church (USA) on August 29.
7. Del Tagget:  Founder, host and creator of “The Truth Project”, Speaker and Host of the Tours.
8. Kyle: 13-year-old boy who speaks of the existence and Wonder of God.
9. Apollyon:   or, literally in the margin of the AV of Revelation 9:11, "a destroyer," is the rendering of the Hebrew word Abaddon, "the angel of the bottomless pit."[And they had a king over them, which is the angel of the bottomless pit, whose name in the Hebrew tongue is Abaddon, but in the Greek tongue hath his name Apollyon.--Rev 9:11]
10. Tophet:  A Place Depicted as the Underworld or Hell, set for those who are lost to Christ by not choosing to follow Him.
